Lesson 10: John 8:2-59
The Woman Caught in Adultery, The Light of the World, Jesus and The Father, Abraham
The story of the “woman caught in adultery” is unique to John’s Gospel.  This chapter also contains another “I AM” statement. “I AM” statements reveal Jesus as God to those He is speaking to. Notice the contrasts of light and dark and truth and lies in this chapter.  In this chapter Jesus reveals a great deal about the relationship of the Father and the Son.
1. Read John 8:2-11 and footnotes. Share any helpful footnotes.

a. What does verse 2 tell us about Jesus and the people of Jerusalem?

b. Where does this event take place?

c. Scribes and Pharisees bring a woman to Jesus. Of what have they accused her?

d. Read Leviticus 20:10 here:  
Leviticus 20:1010 If a man commits adultery with his neighbor’s wife, both the adulterer and the adulteress shall be put to death.
	        Who is missing from the discussion about the woman?  (John 8:4-5)

e. Why are these men asking Jesus about the woman caught in adultery?

f.   Read again John 8:7-9 and Deuteronomy 17:7 here:  Why do the men  leave?
Deut 17:7  The hands of the witnesses shall be the first against him to put him to death, and afterward the hands of all the people. So, you shall put away the evil from among you.

g.   What instructions does Jesus offer the woman?

a. Why do the Pharisees say that Jesus’ statements cannot be verified? 
	b. Who is acting as a witness and testifying with Jesus?
	c. Read verses 23 and 24 together.  Why are the men Jesus is speaking 		     with going to die in their sins?	
d. What does it mean when Jesus says these men are “from below” or that   they “belong to this world?”
	e. What is Jesus prophesying about in 8:28?
4. Read John 8:31-47 and footnotes. Share your footnotes. 
a. In John 14:6 Jesus says “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father, except through me.”   Is Jesus synonymous with Truth in this section of John’s Gospel?
b. From what does the truth set men free?
c. What does it mean to be a slave to sin?
c. Jesus is using sarcasm in 8:38, 8:41 and 8:44. What is Jesus saying about their Father in these three verses?
d.  What are the Jews doing or going to do because of their “father” in the following verses?
